following the downriver race!  

 

• Head to head races will start at 11am from town park to the Springs Resort 

and Spa. Sign ups for the head to head event will be from 9:30am-10:30am 

at the river overlook platform (next to Tequilas) in downtown Pagosa 

Springs or online prior to the event. 

 

• Downriver race starts at 4pm at Riff Raff on the Rio and finishes at 

Yamaguchi Park.  Sign up for the downriver race at Riff Raff Rio from 2:30-

3:30pm or online before the event. 

 

• After party (awards, race video, music-dancing! with Brooks Linder) 

admission $10 for spectators.  Spectators can also purchase a day AND after 

party pass for $10 if you wish to watch all races (morning and afternoon) 

from the Springs (does not include soaking pass).   

 

✓ Video of the races will again occur and be shown to participants at the after 

party.   

✓ Free soaking pass for The Springs Resort and Spa for all paid participants.   

✓ Fun paddle on a local run will likely occur on Sunday, the day after the race. 

✓ Shuttles for boats and crews will be provided by Wilderness Adventures for 

both morning and afternoon events.      

 

CLASSES 11am head to head ( it takes 3 or more to make a class). 

Head to head races start at town park, end in front of the Springs, take out and 

shuttle river right just past second bridge. Must register by 10:30am or online 

prior to the event.

Classes 4pm downriver. 

Mass start by class at Riff Raff Rio. Must register no later than 3:30pm or online 

prior to the event. 

• Raft pro 4-6 paddlers (downriver, afternoon). 

• Raft fun, any number of paddlers, no oars. 

• SUP 

• Hard kayak, any length. 

• Inflatable kayak.
